BATTERY

The TMS-1553 is a recharcheable battery powered PA loudspeaker. Be sure that you have completely charged the battery prior to first use to
maximize the battery's lifespan. Once the power adaptor is connected to a power source, it will automatically begin charging (4-5 hours to fully
charge the battery) Even if the battery power is low, it will power on when connected to a power source. When the battery is charging, the
battery indicator light is red. When the battery charge fully, the indicator light will turn off. Upon completion of the charging, please disconnect
the unit. When not in use, the speaker should always be set OFF to prevent the unit from draining the battery. When the unit is not used for
prolonged periods of time, the battery will gradually lose its power. It is recommended to fully charge the battery at least every 60 days. When
battery is completely empty, the unit cannot perform at 100% of the volume when immediately connected to power source. It is suggested to
charge for a while before using with 100% volume, The unit may work and charge with lower-level volume. The volume level would be
increased as the unit is charging.

BATERIA

EI TMS-1553 es un altavoz PA con bateria recargable. Asegurese de haber cargado completamente la bateria antes del primer uso para maximizar su vida
util. Una vez que el adaptador de corriente esté conectado a una fuente de alimentacion, comenzara a cargarse automaticamente (4-5 horas para cargar
completamente la bateria). Incluso si la carga de la bateria es baja, se encendera cuando se conecte a una fuente de alimentacion. Cuando la bateria se esta
cargando, la luz indicadora de la bateria esta roja. Cuando la bateria se cargue por completo, la luz indicadora se apagara. Al finalizar la carga, desconecte
la unidad.

BATTERIE

Le TMS-1553 est un haut-parleur de sonorisation alimenté par batterie rechargeable. Assurez-vous d'avoir complétement chargé la batterie avant la premiére
utilisation afin de maximiser la durée de vie de la batterie. Une fois que I'adaptateur secteur est connecté a une source d'alimentation, il commencera
automatiquement a se charger (4-5 heures pour charger complétement la batterie). Méme si la batterie est faible, il s'allumera lorsqu'il sera connecté a une
source d'alimentation. Lorsque la batterie est en charge, le voyant de la batterie est rouge. Lorsque la batterie est complétement chargée, le voyant s'éteint.
