BATTERY

The PBX-820 is a recharcheable battery powered PA loudspeaker. Be sure that you have completely charged the battery prior to first use to
maximize the battery's lifespan. Once the power adaptor is connected to a power source, it will automatically begin charging (8 hours to fully
charge the battery) Even if the battery power is low, it will power on when connected to a power source. When the battery is charging, the
battery indicator light is red. When the battery charge fully, the indicator light will turn off. Upon completion of the charging, please disconnect
the unit. When not in use, the speaker should always be set OFF to prevent the unit from draining the battery. When the unit is not used for
prolonged periods of time, the battery will gradually lose its power. It is recommended to fully charge the battery at least every 60 days. When
battery is completely empty, the unit cannot perform at 100% of the volume when immediately connected to power source. It is suggested to
charge for a while before using with 100% volume, The unit may work and charge with lower-level volume. The volume level would be
increased as the unit is charging.

BATERIA

EI PBX-820 es un altavoz PA con bateria recargable. Asegurese de haber cargado completamente la bateria antes del primer uso para maximizar su vida Util.
Una vez que el adaptador de corriente esté conectado a una fuente de alimentacion, comenzara a cargarse automaticamente (8 horas para cargar
completamente la bateria). Incluso si la carga de la bateria es baja, se encendera cuando se conecte a una fuente de alimentacion. Cuando la bateria se esta
cargando, la luz indicadora de la bateria esta roja. Cuando la bateria se cargue por completo, la luz indicadora se apagara. Al finalizar la carga, desconecte
la unidad. Cuando no esté en uso, el altavoz siempre debe estar APAGADO para evitar que la unidad agote la bateria. Cuando la unidad no se utiliza durante
periodos prolongados de tiempo, la bateria perdera energia gradualmente. Se recomienda cargar completamente la bateria al menos cada 60 dias. Cuando
la bateria esta completamente vacia, la unidad no puede funcionar al 100% del volumen cuando se conecta inmediatamente a la fuente de alimentacion. Se
sugiere cargar durante un tiempo antes de usarlo con el 100% del volumen. La unidad puede funcionar y cargarse con un volumen de nivel mas bajo. El nivel
de volumen aumentara a medida que la unidad se esté cargando.

BATTERIE

Le PBX-820 est un haut-parleur de sonorisation alimenté par batterie rechargeable. Assurez-vous d'avoir complétement chargé la batterie avant la premiére
utilisation afin de maximiser la durée de vie de la batterie. Une fois que I'adaptateur secteur est connecté a une source d'alimentation, il commencera
automatiquement a se charger (8 heures pour charger complétement la batterie). Méme si la batterie est faible, il s'allumera lorsqu'il sera connecté a une
source d'alimentation. Lorsque la batterie est en charge, le voyant de la batterie est rouge. Lorsque la batterie est complétement chargée, le voyant s'éteint.
Une fois la charge terminée, veuillez débrancher I'appareil. Lorsqu'il n'est pas utilisé, le haut-parleur doit toujours étre éteint pour éviter que I'appareil ne
décharge la batterie. Lorsque I'appareil n’est pas utilisé pendant une période prolongée, la batterie perd progressivement sa puissance. Il est recommandé
de charger complétement la batterie au moins tous les 60 jours. Lorsque la batterie est complétement vide, I'appareil ne peut pas fonctionner a 100 % du
volume lorsqu'il est immédiatement connecté a une source d'alimentation. Il est suggéré de charger pendant un certain temps avant de |'utiliser avec un
volume de 100 %. L'appareil peut fonctionner et se charger avec un volume inférieur. Le niveau de volume augmenterait a mesure que I'appareil est en
charge.



QFX PBX-820 GUIDE

Bluetooth

Switch the mode “ MODE ” to Bluetooth. Search for “QFX PBX-820” on your mobile Bluetooth
device and pair/connect to it. After successful pairing, you can stream music over Bluetooth.
And it will automatically connect to Bluetooth the next time you want to stream music over
Bluetooth.

Panel Controls

Rotate the “POWER ” knob to turn power ON or OFF and control volume level.

Press the “I<<” button shortly to play the previous music track on the connected audio source.
Press the “>>I" button shortly to play the next music track on the connected audio source.
Press “>lIl ” button for Play or Pause the music.

Press “ MODE ” button to change modes to Bluetooth, USB/TF, FM radio or AUX input.
Rotate the “ ECHO ” knob to control microphone sound effect.

Rotate the “Mic Vol. ” knob to control microphone volume level.

Rotate the “ TREBLE ” knob to control sound effect.

Rotate the “BASS ” knob to control sound effect.

AUX Input
Connect an external audio source (portable audio player, CD player, etc.) output to the AUX
audio jack input using the included 3.5mm stereo audio cable.

FM Radio

Toggle mode “ MODE ” button to FM radio mode. Press and hold the “ >l ” button and the unit
will auto-search and save available radio stations in your area. This process may take 1-2
minutes to complete. After it has been completed, you can press previous and next buttons to
change radio stations.

USB/TF Music Player

Connect TF card or USB drive with MP3 song files on it and the music will start to play
automatically.

Rotate the center knob to control the volume level.

Press the “I<<” button shortly to play the previous music track on the connected audio source.
Press the “>>I" button shortly to play the next music track on the connected audio source.

True Wireless Stereo (TWS)

Two PBX-820 speakers can be paired together and connect to a Bluetooth device and deliver

True Wireless Stereo (TWS) sound. To do so, press and hold the “ >l ” button, it will search for
the other speaker and pairing. After successful pairing, you will hear a confirming sound. Then
you can connect it with your mobile phone and enjoy TWS music.

Charging

Connect the USB power cable to a Type-C USB port on your computer or other powered USB
port. Red LED light indicates that the unit is charging and LED light off indicates its fully
charged.

LED Lights

Press-and-hold “ MODE ” button to turn LED party lights ON or to turn LED party lights OFF.
Once lights are on, you can press-and-hold the “ MODE ” button to change to five different light
modes.

Bluetooth

Cambie el modo “ MODE ” a Bluetooth. Busque “QFX PBX-820" en su dispositivo moévil Bluetooth y
emparéjelo/conéctelo. Después de un emparejamiento exitoso, puede transmitir musica a través de
Bluetooth. Y se conectara automaticamente a Bluetooth la proxima vez que desee transmitir masica a
través de Bluetooth.

Controles del panel

Gire la perilla “ POWER ” para encender o apagar y controlar el nivel de volumen.

Presione brevemente el boton “I<<” para reproducir la pista de muasica anterior en la fuente de audio
conectada.

Presione brevemente el boton “>>I” para reproducir la siguiente pista de musica en la fuente de audio
conectada.

Presione el botén “>Il ” para reproducir o pausar la musica.

Presione el boton “ MODE ” para cambiar los modos a Bluetooth, USB/TF, radio FM o entrada AUX.
Gire la perilla “ ECHO ” para controlar el efecto de sonido del micréfono.

Gire la perilla “ Mic Vol. ” para controlar el nivel de volumen del micréfono.

Gire la perilla “ TREBLE ” para controlar el efecto de sonido.

Gire la perilla “BASS ” para controlar el efecto de sonido.

Entrada AUX
Conecte una fuente de audio externa (reproductor de audio portatil, reproductor de CD, etc.) a la
entrada de audio AUX mediante el cable de audio estéreo de 3,5 mm incluido.

Radio FM

Cambie el modo “MODE” al modo de radio FM. Mantenga presionado el botén “ >l "y la unidad
buscara y guardara automaticamente las estaciones de radio disponibles en su area. Este proceso
puede tardar entre 1 y 2 minutos en completarse. Una vez que se haya completado, puede presionar
los botones anterior y siguiente para cambiar las estaciones de radio.

Reproductor de musica USB/TF

Conecte una tarjeta TF o una unidad USB con archivos de canciones MP3 y la mUsica comenzara a
reproducirse automaticamente.

Gire la perilla central para controlar el nivel de volumen.

Presione brevemente el botén “l<<” para reproducir la pista de musica anterior en la fuente de audio
conectada.

Presione brevemente el boton “>>I” para reproducir la siguiente pista de musica en la fuente de audio
conectada.

Estéreo inalambrico verdadero (TWS)

Se pueden emparejar dos altavoces PBX-820 y conectarlos a un dispositivo Bluetooth para ofrecer
sonido estéreo inalambrico verdadero (TWS). Para ello, mantenga pulsado el botén “ >l 7, buscara el
otro altavoz y se emparejara. Después de que el emparejamiento se realice correctamente,
escuchara un sonido de confirmacion. Luego, puede conectarlo con su teléfono mévil y disfrutar de la
musica TWS.

Carga

Conecte el cable de alimentacion USB a un puerto USB tipo C de su computadora u otro puerto USB
con alimentacion. La luz LED roja indica que la unidad se esta cargando y la luz LED apagada indica
que esta completamente cargada.

Luces LED

Mantenga pulsado el boton “ MODE ” para encender las luces LED de fiesta o para apagarlas.

Una vez que las luces estén encendidas, puede mantener pulsado el boton “ MODE ” para cambiar a
cinco modos de luz diferentes.
